Discover the granite caves that were the hideout for Australia’s longest
roaming bushranger Captain Thunderbolt. It's a great area to explore just 15
minutes north of Stanthorpe via Amiens Road with a free picnic area.
Explore the network of boulders and hide away like Captain Thunderbolt did.
Worth noting it is not actually a castle although the kids will catch a look of
Castle Glen Winery on Amiens Road on the way there — a famous faux castle
of sorts! of bushranger Captain Thunderbolt at Donnelly’s Castle.
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Enjoy a stop off at The Big Apple on the highway at Thulimbah, see if you can
grab the perfect selfie balancing the giant apple in your hands!
